Students apply to a university of their choice and enroll in courses once they are accepted to this university.
During their master’s course, they attend 1 or 2 years of various classes. They can major in many subjects : for example, one can major in psychology with a minor in art history.

« Students undertake modules to the value of 180 credits. The programme consists of four compulsory modules (60 credits), four optional/elective modules (60 credits) and a dissertation (60 credits). Upon successful completion of 180 credits, they will be awarded a Master’s degree[footnoteRef:2]. » [2:  adapted from https://www.ucl.ac.uk/ ] 

Once they graduate (hopefully with honours, or magna cum laude), they get their diploma as a proof of the completion of their master’s degree (meaning they have completed the course and passed the required exams). The valedictorian (the student with the highest GPA) delivers the closing statement at the graduation ceremony. Their university will always be their alma mater, and they will be one of its alumni.
